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The controversy about early treatment

is usually linked to the fact that two

phase-treatment provide the same final

results as those obtained with a one-

phase protocol, but in a longer period

of time. Consequently it is considered
less efficient or, even more, an overtreatment.

The point is that early treatment is not a way to obtain
better results. Early treatment is a different method, which
can allow the orthodontist to obtain probably the same
results, but in a very efficient way.

The goal of this paper is to present and discuss a new
“philosophy” and a new clinical method of early treatment
whose major advantages are: minimal or no amount of
compliance required from the patient, minimal amount of
working-time at the chair, no iatrogenic side effects on
permanent teeth, predictable results and stability.

The overall hypothesis discussed is that it is possible to
move permanent teeth, or to induce their correct eruption
without physically touching them: by working, in mixed
dentition, exclusively on deciduous teeth.

In mixed dentition its possible to receive the same results
by working and anchoring fixed appliances on deciduous
teeth instead of on permanent teeth. Deciduous molars
and canines can well sustain fixed appliances, as well as
orthodontic and orthopedic forces. Permanent molars and
incisors spontaneously move and self-correct even if they've
already erupted.

By solely working
on the deciduous teeth

it's also possible to control and correct the mandibular
position, which will be correctly retained by the permanent
molars as they create strong occlusion by themselves. The
correct mandibular position can also be achieved by means
of acrylic bites bonded-on to the deciduous teeth.

Correct timing is crucial in order to optimize the efficiency
of this treatment. Furthermore treatments can be carried
out with minimal or no compliance from the patient.

With this method it's obviously possible to prevent any
damage whatsoever to permanent teeth and to minimize
the amount of eventual second phase treatment, which
has inherent risks of iatrogenic damage on permanent teeth
(enamel demineralization, external root resorption and
periodontal breakdown) linked to the utilization of the
enamel-bonded fixed appliances.

Clinical results (with long term follow-up) and scientific
data of preliminary reports will be presented in order to
show that it's possible to correct malocclusions without
touching permanent teeth and that this clinical method
can be used not only in the classical indications of early
treatment (cross-bite on permanent teeth, functional shift
of the mandible, transversal discrepancies...), but also in
many class Il, class 11l and class | malocclusions.

Contraindications and limits of this new philosophy of
treatment in growing patients will also be outlined and
discussed.
